Week 5: Receiving Healing

1 Peter 2:21-24
For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you 
should follow His steps: 22 “Who committed no sin, Nor was deceit found in His mouth”; 23 
who, when He was reviled, did not revile in return; when He suffered, He did not threaten, but 
committed Himself to Him who judges righteously; 24 Who Himself bore our sins in His own 
body on the tree, that we having died to sins, might live for righteousness - by whose stripes you 
were healed.

Deuteronomy 21:23
…for he who is hanged [on a tree] is accursed of God.

Galatians 3:13
Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, 
“Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”)

We must understand that healing has been forever settled and paid for, just like salvation.

Receiving healing is not a complicated multi-step process.
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Romans 10:9-10
That if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised 
Him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and 
with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.

Receiving healing for yourself is no different than receiving salvation.

Mark 11:24
Therefore I say to you, whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them, 
and you will have them.

Two reasons for not receiving healing:
1. Lack of Faith
2. Walking by sight.
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
